Lost music How it started

. The ‘Fab Four’, the famous Liverpool musical group commonly known as ‘the

Beatles’, got to the peak of its popularity in the 60s. But the real story began much
earlier when Paul McCartney heard the skiffle country music played by John
Lennon’s group at St.Paul’s church in Liverpool. McCartney was a brilliant
guitarist, so they let him join the group a week later

. The group changed its name several times, from ‘Johnny and the Moondogs’ to

‘Long John and the Silver Beatles’ and finally ‘The Beatles’. The short title is in
itself a smart mixture of two words. The ‘beat’ is a synonym for musical rhythm,
while ‘the beetles’ describes insects producing sounds using their shiny wings.

. Lennon, Harrison, McCartney, and Starr were the heart of ‘the Beatles’ while the

other members constantly changed. Many guitarists and drummers joined but
finally left the group. The style changed too. When ‘the Beatles’ left Britain to
perform in Europe, they turned from folk to rock-n-roll to win over the public.
They also played foreign music and composed their own songs.

- Soon the group issued their first single ‘My Bonnie’, which became popular in

Liverpool. Once a customer asked for it in a music shop but there were no copies
left. When Epstein, the shop owner, finally got the disc he was surprised to hear a

good quality song by the group that played in the club next to his shop. The same
month he signed the first contract with ‘the Beatles’ as their musical agent.

E. 1963 is thought to be the beginning of the glorious history of the group and the
‘Beatlemania’ period. The young musicians managed to record their first album in
less than ten hours and held the top of the hit parades in Britain for six months.
They gave their first concert at the London ‘Palladium’, which was broadcast and
watched by over fifteen million viewers.

F. Although in 1963 the group issued more than three hundred thousand copies of its
second album at home, they only broke the American market a year later. During
their first tour to the USA the group was welcomed by thousands of fans at
Kennedy airport in New York. For half a year ‘the Beatles’ were touring the USA
and were top of the charts.

G. During their USA tour ‘the Beatles’ visited Elvis Presley. They talked a lot and
played music, and managed to record several priceless compositions. The reason
why none of the songs have been issued is widely discussed today. No matter how
hard musical agents tried to find the recordings, they failed. This is one of the
secrets ‘the Beatles’ left unrevealed.

Banksy

Where do you expect to see graffiti? Probably not in a museum. Bristol Museum and
Art Gallery, in the south-west of England, was the kind of place where you could see
classical pictures and statues. However, in the summer of 2009 the exhibition ‘Banksy
versus the Bristol Museum’ opened. The exhibition presented more than a hundred
works by Banksy, one of the world’s most famous graffiti artists.

Banksy is a puzzle to all. He keeps his identity secret. He hardly ever gives interviews
and likes to remain anonymous. Nobody knows much about his life or his background




but many people believe that his real name is either Robert Banks or Robin Banks and that he
was born in England, somewhere near Bristol.

Banksy’s street art is always provocative. It's his way of communicating with society. His
graffiti is characterised by bright and frequently shocking images, often combined with
slogans. His work is often a personal protest against wars, social policy or people's behaviour.
Although graffiti is not allowed in cities, Banksy's works have become immensely popular.
Banksy believes that art should not be used for advertising. He has refused four times to do
adverts for Nike, a famous sportswear company.

A year after the Bristol exhibition, Banksy made a film called ‘Exit Through the Gift Shop’.
The film tells the story of a street artist. It got many positive reviews from the critics and from
the general audience.

Another curious fact from Banksy's biography is that once he was named among the 100 most
influential people in the world. He actually found himself in the company of Barack Obama,
Steve Jobs and Lady Gaga. When he was asked to send a photo, Banksy sent a picture of
himself with a paper bag (recyclable, naturally) over his head. His fans still don’t really know
who he is.

Bristol isn’t the only place in Britain to welcome and accept graffiti. A park in Dundee,
Scotland, has the longest legal graffiti wall (almost 110 metres long) in the UK. Anyone can
paint on the wall any time they like. The idea of this graffiti wall project is to demonstrate the
positive side of graffiti and to organise workshops and graffiti classes for local children.

Even the capital of the country could not stay free of street art. There's a special website
dedicated to London's street art and artists. The site's team is a group of enthusiastic young
people who are closely connected with the street art world. They try to record and register all
the works and display them on their ‘Street Art London’ site. That is quite a job to do! The
reason is that street art is very temporal and short-lived: graffiti is soon covered by another
wall painting so they have to be quick to take a picture and post it on the website.
